1. Introduction

The TV-Anytinme Forum produces many ki nds of docunments (i.e.,

speci fications, working docunents, and schemas) that are currently
bei ng consi dered for adoption by many standardi zati on bodi es such as
ETSI (European Tel econmmuni cati on Standardi zation Institute), DVB
(Digital Video Broadcasting), AR B (Association of Radio Industries
and Busi nesses), and ATSC (Advance Tel evi sion Systens Conmittee).

Persistence of identifiers is dependent upon
suitabl e del egation at the | evel of "category"s, and persistence
of category assignnent.
