1. Introduction

Thi s docunent provi des gui dance to the Internet Assigned Numbers
Authority (1 ANA) regarding the registration of values related to the
PPP over Ethernet Protocol (PPPoE), defined in [RFC2516], in
accordance with BCP 26, [RFC2434]. It also reserves PPPoE TAG val ues
as well as PPPoE packet Code fields, which are or have been in use on
the I nternet.

1.1. Terminol ogy

The following terns are used here with the nmeanings defined in BCP
26: "nane space", "registration".

The following policies are used here with the nmeanings defined in BCP
26: "First Conme First Served".

1.2. Specification of Requirements

In this docunment, several words are used to signhify the requirenents
of the specification. These words are often capitalized. The key
words "MJST", "MJST NOT", "REQUI RED', "SHALL", "SHALL NOT", " SHOULD
"SHOULD NOT", "RECOMMENDED', "MAY", and "OPTIONAL" in this docunent
are to be interpreted as described in [ RFC2119].

2. | ANA Consi derati ons

The PPPoE protocol, as defined in [ RFC2516], defines two name spaces
that require registration, the PPPOE TAG and t he PPPoE Code fi el d.

2.1. Registration Policies for PPPOE TAG Val ues

| ANA has set up a registry of "PPPoOE TAG Val ues". These are 16-bit
val ues. PPPoE TAG val ues already in use are specified as reserved in
this docunent. Al other TAG val ues between 0 and 65535 are to be
assigned by I ANA, using the "First Cone First Served" policy defined
in [ RFC2434] .

A TAG Nanme and a description for the usage, as well as a point of

contact, MJST be provided for any assignment fromthis registry. A
docunent reference SHOULD al so be provided.
