Fromtime to tine, docunents created by the | ETF or by other
st andar ds bodi es show exanpl es invol ving the use of nedia types,

where the actual nedia type is not relevant. It would be useful in
such cases to be able to show a nedia type whose illustrative role in
the exanple is clear. |In the worst case, this can be useful to debug

i npl enent ati ons where the designer m stook the exanple for a
requi rement of the protocol concerned.

To neet this need, this docunment registers the follow ng nedia types:

0 the 'exanple nedia type;

0 the ’application/exanple’, 'audiol/exanple', ’'imgel/exanple’
"message/ exanpl e’ , 'nodel /exanple’, 'multipart/exanple’
"text/exanpl e, and ’'video/ exanmpl e’ nedi a subtypes.

It is suggested that conpilers of illustrative exanpl es involving

nmedia types in trees other than the standards tree mght also
i ncorporate the string "exanple" into their hypothetical nedia types.
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2. Term nol ogy
The key words "MJST", "MJST NOT", "REQU RED', "SHALL", "SHALL NOT",
"SHOULD', "SHOULD NOT", "RECOMVENDED', "MAY", and "OPTIONAL" in this
docunent are to be interpreted as described in [RFC2119].
